In Malawi, poor, overused soil
and low rainfall have made it
difficult for Elena to farm her
fields. As a single mother,
Elena is the breadwinner of
her family.

participate in a Presbyterian
World Service & Development-supported project, which taught farmers
conservation agriculture techniques to conserve and improve their soil and
better retain moisture. "My vields improved immediately in the second season.

| plan to extend the cultivation area with the manure application and hope to have

a good crop stand. This will increase access to food for my family and to financial
resources to cater to other basic household needs,” said Elena. Today, she teaches
fellow farmers in her community about the benefits of conservation agriculture.
