Has anyone else noticed just how quickly the weeks seem to be
ﬁ“&i disappearing recently? It must be the increased length of the days and the
warmth of the sun that is causing it.
This week we heard from the YWCA Women’s Shelter.
Items that they are especially in need of are full-sized (unscented if possible) bottles of shampoo,
conditioner and lotions for the women staying with them. They are also looking for razors, deodorant,
toothpaste/brushes and sun screen. One thing that they are doing that is different from the other
agencies is that they are willing to accept gently used (or new!) towels and facecloths, but they do launder
them before providing them to the residents. As always, monetary donations are more than welcome.
This can be done directly, or through the church. Please specify the YWCA Crisis Shelter for these
donations. For direct donations, you will receive a tax receipt for amounts over $20.
Their main doors are open every day and you can drop items off in the lobby if you wish. Another way to
drop off items is to leave the items outside the door and then phone the desk at 306-244-2844 and they
will come out and pick them up.
