In order to redress the legacy of residential schools and advance the process of Canadian 
reconciliation, the Truth and Reconciliation Commission made 94 Calls to Action; this week we are 
reminded of Call to Action #76. 
 
Museums and Archives  
76. We call upon the parties engaged in the work of documenting, maintaining, commemorating, 
and protecting residential school cemeteries to adopt strategies in accordance with the following 
principles:  
i. The Aboriginal community most affected shall lead the development of such strategies.  
ii. Information shall be sought from residential school Survivors and other Knowledge Keepers in 
the development of such strategies.  
iii. Aboriginal protocols shall be respected before any potentially invasive technical inspection and 
investigation of a cemetery site.

PWS&D efforts on Health 
By ensuring mothers and children receive the medicalcare they need, caring for people affected by HIV 
and AIDS, and providing access to water and sanitation programs, families and communities are growing 
healthier and stronger. 
In 2023, health programs in Ghana, Haiti, Malawi and Nepal supported 34,363 people. The HIV/AIDS 
epidemic continues to pose serioussocial, health and economic problems in Malawi. PWS&D’s partner, 
the Ekwendeni Hospital AIDS Program (EHAP), supports people living with and affected by HIV and 
AIDS. EHAP is working on HIV prevention, awareness, stigma reduction, and care and treatment for HIV 
infected individuals. 
Lita Mvula tested positive for HIV and began antiretroviral therapy in 2019. At the time, Lita was worried 
aboutbeing discriminated against, should her HIV status be revealed. Due to these concerns, Lita 
sometimes missed opportunities to collect her medication, lest people discover her status. In 2020, she 
joined a support group of people living with HIV and AIDS, where she received counselling and support 
from staff and volunteers. The experience was so encouraging that Lita now does the same work with 
others in her community to prevent HIV transmission and reduce stigma. “I am now healthy and able to 
do my work at home, which I wasn’t able to do before,” she shares.
