Syria — Turkiye Earthquake Response

A 7.8-magnitude earthquake has caused devastation in southeast Turkiye and northern Syria. Multiple
aftershocks and a second earthquake have only made the situation worse. Over 5,000 have been killed
and many more are missing or injured. Widespread building collapses have been reported and the search
for survivors continues.
