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Presbyterian World Service PWS&D Lenten Appeal
Development Every Lenten period, St. Andrew’s promotes the work of

PWS&D around the world and highlights one aspect of this
work. This year, after several years of emergency relief, the focus during 2024 is on maternal care. While
improvements in diet and health care over the century have made maternal mortality a rarity in Canada,
concerns over survival still run high in developing countries.

To date, $895 has been raised, mainly from the Shrove Tuesday Pancake Supper.
This is sufficient to train 18 health workers in maternal and child care. As the Lenten period is ending, the
need is not. Please keep this ministry in your prayers.

In Malawi, Madalitso Mphamba, a determined
16-year-old, once doubted she would ever
have the chance to attend secondary school.
When Madalitso’s mother fell seriously ill and
had to give up her job, they moved in with
family for support. At first, Madalitso's
grandma'’s beer brewing venture was thriving
and played a crucial role in supporting her primary school education. However,
Madalitso’s grandmother eventually had to stop this business, and the family
could no longer afford to send Madalitso to school. With help from PWS&D, the
Blantyre Synod Education Department’s Neno scholarship program allowed
Madalitso to re-enroll, enabling her to dream of a brighter future.
