We live in a world of plenty. Yet, today, 783 million people around the world will go to bed on an empty

stomach. The Canadian Foodgrains Bank is made up of 15 Canadian churches and church agencies

working together to end global hunger. These members partner with trusted locally-based organizations

in developing countries to meet emergency food needs and achieve long-term solutions to hunger. Last

year, Presbyterian World Service and Development was involved in 8 projects in 4 different countries —

Malawi, Haiti, Guatemala and Pakistan.

Grow Hope is a project of the Canadian Foodgrains Bank. The Synod of Saskatchewan of the
Presbyterian Church is a partner in Grow Hope Saskatchewan.

" Farmers donate land to grow crops and others donate money to

pay for the inputs — seed, fertilizer, fuel, etc. In 2023, the Synod

received enough donations to sponsor 18 acres, which resulted in

$12,487 in proceeds from the crops grown on those acres. Matched

by Global Affairs Canada up to 4:1, those proceeds could grow to

provide $60,000 in funding.

MISSTON MOMENT Sunday, May 12

Somalia faces an acute hunger crisis, worsened by
the most severe drought in four decades. With
failed crops, widespread water shortages and
reduced livestock productivity, Nafiso Hussein's
family and thousands more had to abandon their
homes in search of relief. Hunger and extreme
conditions affected Nafiso's son Hadi, whose health
had deteriorated critically. In the displaced persons
camp where they had sought refuge, Hadi was
quickly referred to the stabilization centre for treatment, and under this initiative,
his health significantly improved. Nafiso is grateful for her son's recovery, “He is
well now, and | am happy to see him play and laugh like before.”" PWS&D, with
partners at Canadian Foodgrains Bank, provides funding to train community
nutrition workers who identify and screen severely malnourished children.
