From the PASTORAL CARE NURSE

N Question: Once | have received my second dose of Covid vaccine, is it
necessary to have any more nasal swabs? If | am carrying the Covid virus but |
am asymptomatic, will the virus show up in this test? Can |
refuse to have the test because | feel safe now that | have had the vaccine?
Answer: From Dr. Hortense Tabien, MD,MPH,PhD Public Health Physician,
MHO, SHA “People who are vaccinated for the most part are protected from
the disease and any serious complications. But if exposed to the Covid virus,
they can still carry the virus and potentially transmit to others even if they
themselves are asymptomatic. The recommendation is for people to be tested so that they know if they
are carriers and take appropriate measures. In my experience, many who are tested come back as
negative.”
The Pastoral Care Nurse advises you continue to wear a mask, continue good handwashing and
respiratory hygiene as well as social distancing. For questions or more information you can contact Laura
at 306-2297846 or by email to lauralene66@gmail.com.
