Pakistan is the world's third-largest refugee host
country, accommodating over a million Afghans
who fled their homes due to war, internal conflict,
insecurity and persecution. The poorest refugees
lack sufficient access to necessities such as food,
shelter, clothing and health care. Another need
expressed by Afghan refugees is for their children to
be able to access schooling. PWS&D is responding
to this need by providing a digital learning facility
where Afghan refugee children and young women
can access virtual education in place of traditional
schools. The Digital Learning Center is one way of supporting those who have
already lost so much. It is planting the seeds for current and future success for
children and young women who would otherwise be entirely out of school.
