For those children whose names we do know, those we do not yet know, and for the 
intergenerational harms, the trauma still present today that grew from their absence, 
we apologize.  We pray for healing for the siblings, family, and friends of those that 
were taken from home but did not return, and for the intergenerational impacts the 
schools continue to cause today in families and communities. 
For where there was joy, and we took it; 
 laughter and we stifled it 

play and we turned it to tears 
family and we broke it 
dignity, and we stifled it 

We repent and renew our commitment to walk a new path. We honour the children 
lost and hold the memory of their lives in our hearts. 
Comforting God, we pray for healing in the communities and families of all who 
experienced residential schools, and strength for all who pursue healing, truth and 
reconciliation.

On Sunday, September 15 with the help of Issac, 
Evelyn, O, Dean, Heather, Elizabeth and Pearson the Burning Bush - "Euonymus alatus #2" ( latin) was 
planted!  Why a Burning Bush?  The 140th General Assembly approved a recommendation that the 
“burning bush” and “nec tamen consumebatur” be authorized as an official symbol and motto of The 
Presbyterian Church in Canada. It expresses what the bemused Moses observed when he stood before 
the blazing shrub in Exodus 3:2. It burned “...yet is was not consumed.” The bush itself will have some 
yellow spring flowers followed by turning red in the Autumn. It may grow up to 6 feet. However, it is a 
bush that likes to be trimmed and shaped.  May you be filled with fanning the flame of our church's 
mission as we glorify God, forever.

reflect a more inclusive history of the diverse Aboriginal peoples of Canada, including Calls to 
Action| 11 information about the Treaties and the history of residential schools. 
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
